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Abstract

In this Editorial, the Editors roughly expose their vision about the critical study of cultural
heritage in Greece and the story of the foundation and the first ten years of action of ESDI-
APOK (Association of Greek Heritage Management Consultants).
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Cultural heritage and its meanings have transformed during the past two decades and
still remain in a constant process of change and transformation at global level. The depar-
ture from hegemonic narratives in favour of dynamic reconceptualizations has enriched
our perceptions of what cultural heritage is and embraced heterodox categorizations, such
as marginalized heritage, traumatic heritage, dark heritage, minority heritage, rural her-
itage, to mention but a few. This conceptual broadening also allowed us to view monu-
ments beyond their materiality leading to the emergence of intangible heritage. In parallel
to these, heritage policy now places ever- increasing emphasis on heritage’s contribution
to social and development goals.'

1 Key post-war developments in the late 20™ century served as catalysts to these changes regarding the role
of culture in contemporary society and politics. Some of these milestones include cultural rights” recogni-
tion (Declaration of Human Rights, art. 27), minorities’ movements as part of decolonisation struggles as
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The interplay between broader socio-political processes and theoretical scholarly pur-
suits? across archaeology, anthropology, museum studies and related fields, gave rise to
the critical enquiry of cultural heritage and its management that in turn, bring to the front
several key issues. Among these are the notions of inclusiveness and participation, com-
munity empowerment and sustainability. Who owns heritage? Is protection and conserva-
tion necessary and if yes, why? Who decides about it? What principles and values govern these
decisions? Which remains of the past are not protected and why? What is the role of heritage in
contemporary society? These questions lie at the core of current debates within critical herit-
age studies and heritage management and cannot be answered in strictly technical terms.
Rather, they need to be addressed through the critical theoretical lenses of social sciences
and humanities and accommodate current challenges.

Heritage studies and heritage management analyze and organize our relationship with
the past systematically, its material and intangible elements, by drawing on cross-disci-
plinary methods and approaches — a prism that enables us to study them, delineate and
define them. Heritage management today cohabits with all processes of intervention to
monuments at different levels (e.g. research, study, protection, conservation, promotion,
urban regeneration, deconstruction and destruction). It features a plethora of case stud-
ies that serve as a valuable source of knowledge regarding the actions and non-actions
of related stakeholders (including the state, experts, intergovernmental organisations,
civil society and others) and their impact on the form and function of monuments in the
present. In Greece, heritage management theory and practice remain relatively new and
although many universities have introduced related modules to their programmes, the
discipline has not yet been established as an independent scholarly and professional field.
In terms of application and practice, old solutions still prevail often witnessing the short-
comings of the system, such as verbalism, misrecognition of emerging fields of expertise,
tools and methods, micro-politics and rigid bureaucratic approaches.

Within this framework, in the late 2000s, our small team, with experience from both
Greek and European reality, set out to establish an association to bring together heritage
management professionals and scholars in Greece. The statute of this organisation, named
‘Association of Cultural Heritage Management Consultants’ (ESDIAPOK), was ratified
in 2012 and began to grow into a vibrant community of heritage management graduates,
academics and experts. A couple of years later, in 2014, we held our first national confer-
ence focusing on heritage management issues, and this was followed by another four until
the end of the decade. During our ten years of active presence, ESDIAPOK has organised
a vast number of seminars, public talks, workshops and more recently, virtual lectures and
webinars, stimulating interest in cultural heritage and debate on its protection, social role,
sustainability, participatory management and contribution to development and growth. In
parallel with opportunities for networking and the promotion of good practice, the team’s
engagement in ‘bureaucratic activism’ proactively defended the rights of cultural heritage
and professionals employed in the sector.

It is against this backdrop that ESDIAPOK is proud to launch Critical Studies in Cultural
Heritage, which is kindly hosted by the University of Patras Library at its open-access jour-
nal platform Pasithee.

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Considering that in Greece there was no academic refereed journal specialising in herit-
age studies and management, relevant articles were scattered in various journals across
the social sciences and humanities. This gap was our main driver for establishing Critical
Studies in Cultural Heritage. The journal’s mission is to serve as a scientific outlet that pub-
lishes quality research and useful insights of professional practice in the heritage fields,
including conservation, interpretation, curatorship, communication, public engagement
and participation, as well as, broader issues of management, policy and theory — some of
which are represented in this first issue.

Our ambition is to develop Critical Studies into an international and interdisciplinary
journal that features articles, research notes and book reviews dealing with heritage man-
agement while revealing its interaction with other fields, including archaeology, museum
studies, anthropology, history, cultural studies, geography, architecture, tourism studies,
economics. In doing so, we aim to further promote heritage studies as an area of critical
enquiry —an avenue for revisiting the past and better understanding the present, to encour-
age knowledge sharing and constructive dialogue between the various subjects that make
up its fabric, and to organise the idiosyncratic, Greek discourse of heritage management
in relation to its European and global counterparts.
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
